····    Mechanical Shearpin - THERMEQ can provide a 
shearpin system. This system works on the 
secondary side of the reducer.   

····    Removable Top for Drive Drum Replacement -  
THERMEQ can provide a table structure that allows 
the removal of the drive drum through the top.  This 
is extremely effective in plants that do not have 
access to the sides of the lehr. 

····    Fatigue Sized Rolls - THERMEQ uses fatigue 
sizing for the roll body, shaft, and all welds. 
Typically this results in heavier wall thickness, 
larger shafts, and heavier welds.  

····    Single Ended Drive - THERMEQ utilizes a drive 
system that is driven from one side.  This reduces 
maintenance cost and avoids the problems with 
attempting to synchronize dual ended drive systems. 

····    Single Chain/Sprocket System - THERMEQ 
designs use a single chain and sprocket for the 
connection between the reducer and drive drum 
eliminating any alignment problems.  

····    Adjustable Snub Roll Tension - The THERMEQ 
design incorporates an adjustable snubber arm. This 
allows adjustment of the snub force to help prevent 
belt slippage with less counterweights. 

····    Remote Lubrication Points - THERMEQ can 
install a lubrication system that allows an operator to 
lubricate the machine without removing guards.  
This design reduces the time and money it takes to 
perform a lubrication schedule. 

····    Robust Design - THERMEQ designs its structural 
frame with conservative design factors.  This adds 
stiffness to the structure, which prevents flexing of 
the frame.  

····    Rugged Guarding - THERMEQ uses heavy duty 
guards on the drive tables.  All guards can support 
the weight of an average worker, though this is not 
recommended. 

····    Simplified design - THERMEQ’s design avoids 
complicated coupling systems.  THERMEQ’s only 
coupling device is the  sprocket and chain system 
between the drive drum and reducer.   

····    Jacking Bolts - THERMEQ uses jacking bolts to 
skew the discharge roll for belt tracking.  These 
jacking bolts are integrated into the bearing 
mounting system.  

····    Keepers and Keeper Washers - All movable 
components are keepered to prevent shifting during 
full loading.
